Non-stop from Vienna to Cluj with AnimaWings 
From July 17 2026, AnimaWings will operate two weekly flights from Vienna to Cluj (every Tuesday 
and Friday). Departures from Cluj are scheduled for 6:50 a.m., arriving in Vienna at 7:20 a.m. The 
return flights depart Vienna at 8:00 a.m. and arrive in Cluj at 10:20 a.m. Flights will be operated with 
a modern Airbus A220-300.

Cluj-Napoca capƟvates visitors with an extraordinary blend of historical charm, a modern creaƟve 
scene, and impressive natural surroundings.
